
AA Top Left: When using auto-
matic flash units, beware of fore-
ground objects—light from the
flash will be reflected by a fore-
ground object, causing underex-
posure of the real subjects be-
yond it.
AA Top Right: Since flash expo-
sure is based on the flash-to-
subject distance, you can't prop-
erly expose all subjects in a
scene if they're at different dis-
tances from the flash unit.
A Middle Left: There are two
ways to handle this problem:
Move the subjects so they are
the same distance from the flash
(middle), or move the flash off-
camera so it is the same distance
from all subjects (bottom).
> Right: The short duration of
the electronic flash burst makes
it ideal for freezing the motion of
action subjects and forreducing
the effects of subject and camera
movement in extreme close-up
shooting. Especially handy in
close-up work is the fact that you
can stop the lens down to in-
crease depth of field while still
getting a brief exposure duration.
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
